All competition cards will be placed face downwards on the
show staging until judging is completed.

Award and comment cards must remain in situ for the duration of the Show.
THE JUDGES’ DECISIONS ARE FINAL.

Exhibits must be staged within the space allocated and must be the
competitor’s own original work and not previously exhibited anywhere in its
entirety. Items requiring special time or expertise for their preparation may
be brought constructed for incorporation in the exhibit in moderation.
Additional backgrounds are not permitted. Nothing is to be glued to any
part of the staging. Paper covered wire or cable ties may be used.

Classes 7, 8, 9 and 10 MAY be brought already assembled.

All exhibits and personal property will be at the risk of the competitor. The
organisers will not be held liable for any loss or damage due
to any cause whatsoever.

Entries for all classes must be on the official entry form and returned
